CARE OF PREMISES - The Tenant shall not paint, decorate or otherwise embellish and/or change and shall not make nor suffer any additions or alterations to be made in or to the premises without prior written consent of the landlord.  No refrigerator, washing machine, air-conditioning unit, space heater, clothes dryer, or other like equipment shall be installed without the prior consent of the landlord.  No waterbeds shall be permitted in premises.
3. CLEANLINESS - The Tenant agrees to maintain the Unit and premises in a clean and neat condition and at all times comply with the provisions of the Massachusetts State Sanitary Code.  Trash receptacles have been provided for each tenant, and are expected to be placed in front of the building in accordance with city waste removal policy.

7.  DISTURBANCE, ILLEGAL USE – Neither the Tenant nor his family or guests shall make or suffer any unlawful, noisy or otherwise use of the premises, nor create any substantial interference with the rights, comfort, safety or enjoyment of the landlord or other occupants of the same or any other apartment.

8.  LOCKS - Tenant agrees not change, alter, or replace exterior locks without written permission of Landlord.  Any locks so permitted to be installed shall become the property of landlord and shall not be removed by tenant.  Tenant shall promptly give duplicate key of any such change to the landlord.   Contact landlord should any locks become defective.
9.  LOSS OR DAMAGE – Tenant agrees to indemnify and save Landlord harmless from all liability, loss or damage arising from any nuisance made or suffered on the premises by Tenant, family, or visitors from carelessness, neglect, or improper conduct of any such persons.  Subject to the provisions of applicable law, Landlord shall not be liable for damage to or loss of property of any kind while on the premises or in any storage space in the building nor for any personal injury, unless caused by negligence of Landlord.
10.  PARKING – Parking on the premises is prohibited unless written consent is given by Landlord.  See attached policy for details.
11.  PETS – No dogs or other animals, birds, or pets shall be kept in or upon the premises without Landlord’s written consent; and consent so given may be revoked at any time.   Tenants are held fully liable for damages to persons and property caused by their pets.
12.  CONDITION – Tenant shall at all times keep and maintain the premises and all equipment and fixtures therein repaired and in good working order, reasonable wear and tear by unavoidable casualty accepted.  Landlord and Tenant agree to comply with any responsibility which either may have under applicable law to perform repairs upon the premises. 
13.  RIGHT OF ENTRY – The Landlord may enter upon the leased premises in case of emergency, to make repairs, to inspect the unit, or to show the premises to prospective tenants, purchasers, or mortgagees.  The Landlord may also enter upon the said premises if the same appear to have been abandoned by the Tenant or as otherwise permitted by law.  For all cases, minus emergencies, the Landlord will contact the Tenant for a convenient date and time.
14.  OCCUPANCY – Tenant shall not assign or underlet any part or the whole of the premises, nor shall permit the premises to be occupied for a period longer than a temporary visit by anyone except the individuals specifically named in the first paragraph of the tenancy, their spouses, and any children born to them hereafter, without first obtaining on each occasion the assent in writing of Landlord.
15. TRUSTEE – In the event that the Landlord is a trustee or a partnership, no such trustee nor any beneficiary nor any shareholder of said trust and no partner, General or Limited, or such partnership shall be personally liable to anyone under any term, condition, covenant, obligation, or agreement expressed herein or implied hereunder or for any claim of damage or cause at law or in equity arising out of the occupancy of said premises, the use or the maintenance of said building or its approaches and equipment.
16.  VACATING – Upon termination of this agreement, the Tenant shall vacate the premises, remove all personal property, and leave the premises at least as clean as they originated.  All keys in possession of Tenant shall be returned to the Landlord.

17.  COPY OF AGREEMENT – Landlord shall deliver a copy of the agreement, duly executed by Landlord or his authorizing agent, to Tenant within thirty (30) days after a copy hereof, duly executed by Tenant, has been delivered to Landlord.
18. ILLEGAL PROVISIONS NOT AFFECTING LEGAL PROVISIONS - Whatever item in this Agreement is found to be contrary to any local, state, or federal law shall be considered null and void, just as if it had never appeared in the Agreement, and it shall not affect the validity of any other item in the Agreement.
